B. Functional Testing (NA7.10.4.2)

The system cooling load must be sufficiently high to run the test. Artificially increase or decrease evaporator loads (add or shut off zone loads,
change setpoints, etc.) as may be required to perform the Functional Testing.

c. Any slide valve or other unloading means does not unload until after the minimum speed is reached O p/FO
Step 5: Lower the test suction setpoint in small increments until the compressor controller modulates to increase compressor speed.

a. Any slide valve or other unloading first goes to 100% before compressor increases from minimum speed. O P/F O
b. Compressor begins to increase speed. Or/rQO
c. Compressor speed continues to increase to 100%. O P/F O
Step 6: Restore suction setpoints back to original setting as documented in Step #3. O P/F O
Step 7: Restore any controls disabled in step #1. O P/F O
